CARGO EUROPE 2013  

    AirBridgeCargo Airlines, part of Volga Dnepr Group, has taken part in the largest logistics exhibition
and conference - Transport Logistic/Air Cargo Europe 2013, which took place at the New Munich
Trade Fair Centre in Germany on June 4-7.   

  

This year the event attracted a record number of visitors – more than 53,000 people went to see the
exhibition and 55% of these were international business people from outside of Germany, including a
record growth in the number of visitors from China, France, Russia, and Turkey.
